
The Assessment Panel Protocol for Students

The Purpose of the Assessment Panel
1. Successful completion of the assessment panel is a requirement of  the HEHC course for registration as a qualified healer. The assessment process is designed to ensure that each student has developed the knowledge, skills, and understanding necessary to practise healing in a safe, appropriate, and effective manner.
2. The assessment panel also provides an opportunity to demonstrate the depth and breadth of each student’s understanding of healing, and, where appropriate, their readiness for healer status.
3. Where a student does not yet meet the criteria for healer status, the panel helps to identify possible reasons. This may relate to practical skills, confidence, readiness, or other factors, allowing for supportive guidance on next steps.
4. The assessment panel is committed to offering all students a fair and supportive opportunity to demonstrate their abilities. This includes:
· Asking consistent or comparable questions of all students
· Using respectful and appropriate language, including body language
· Being mindful of students whose first language is not English
· Being sensitive to nerves or anxiety, and responding with care
· Allowing additional time for responses or clarification where needed, to ensure each student can express their knowledge and experience fully

Format of the Assessment
1. The assessment will last no longer than 60 minutes. Students are asked to arrive at least 15 minutes before their scheduled time to allow for preparation and settling in.
2. Students will be assessed in four key areas:
· Personal development within the context of healer training
· Legal and ethical considerations, including the HEF Code of Conduct
· Practical aspects of healing in a range of settings
· Demonstration of the healing act, with two options:
· A client/patient lying on a couch
· A client/patient seated on a chair
This element focuses purely on practical performance and does not require the full attunement process. The demonstration should take approximately 5–10 minutes.
3. At the end of the assessment, students will receive their portfolio and be asked to wait briefly (approximately 5 minutes) while the panel reaches a decision. They will then be invited back into the room to receive feedback and the outcome.
The graduation ceremony will take place later in the day.
If a student is not successful, the outcome will be discussed with the Course Tutor, who will provide feedback and guidance on next steps.
4. If a student is unhappy with the outcome, they should first speak with their Course Tutor. The HEF Fair Assessment Procedure may then be followed if required.

General Information
1. The assessment panel will consist of at least three assessors. At least two will be HEF Registered Healers. The Course Tutor does not take part in the assessment but may be invited to support the student.
2. The College Administrator will confirm the date, time, and location of the assessment, with at least one month’s notice. If a student is unable to attend, they must inform their Course Tutor as soon as possible.
3. All assessments follow a consistent format and are conducted fairly, transparently, and with careful documentation.
4. The panel’s recommendations will be submitted to the College as part of the student’s overall achievement.
5. Where concerns arise, or where a student has not yet met the required standard, they may be referred back to their Course Tutor for further support and development.
6. Students may undertake the assessment panel a maximum of two times.

Final Thoughts
1. Students are reminded that they have already demonstrated their abilities throughout the course and in the work leading up to this assessment.
2. The purpose of the panel is not to find fault, but to offer a supportive opportunity to share and demonstrate their knowledge, skills, and readiness as a healer.
3. The assessors are committed to creating a calm, respectful, and welcoming environment in which students can feel at ease, take their time, and present themselves with confidence.
